The home features energy ef�ciency, 
natural daylighting and ventilation strategies, and healthy indoor air 
quality �nishes.  

Green features include vented rain screen siding to eliminate moisture�s 
ability to enter the building structure, stone countertops, soy based spray 
insulation, bamboo and pecan �oors, highly ef�cient A/C, zero-VOC 
paint, daylighting, Energy Star rated appliances and low �ow toilets.

The master suite showcases a sitting room, upstairs outside balcony, and 
large double shower with custom glass tile detail and natural lighting.
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
